Throughouthe school pupils will have regular opportunities
to practice the fundamental skills of number bonds, tables,
computation mental arithmetic and problem solving. These
skillsare frequently practised during numeracy time.

Science

opportunitiesfor them to investigate, carry out
experimentsand discover that science is not only a
subjecton its own but is linked to many other areas
of the curriculum. Children are therefore encouraged
to observe, question and communicate their findings
in a variety of ways.

Technology

We believe Technology to be a vital component of the curriculum. Not only does it give children
the opportunity to develop design and construction skills but it also draws on and enhances
learning in other areas of the curriculum and develops problem solving skills.
